Yakima Valley Animal Partners -  1st Fundraiser  
 

The ñDining Out for Paws & Clawsò event raised more than $1000 to benefit 

the SNAP program on February 26th, 2008 in honor of Spay Day USA. Sev-
eral restaurants pledged a percentage of their proceeds on this day to sup-

port the SNAP program. Participating restaurants included 901 Pasta, Buhr-
master Bakery, Jacksons in Terrace Heights, Old Town Station, Papa Bairds, 

Papa Johnôs Pizza, and Santiagos. The money raised from this event will pro-

vide more than 20 spay/neuter surgeries for low -income households in 
Yakima County. To date the SNAP program has provided over 650 surgeries.

Animal Control Update  
 

The Humane Society has recently entered into an Animal Control agreement 

with the Yakama Nation Housing Authority. We will be providing limited Ani-
mal Control services for Yakama Nation Housing Complexes near Wapato and 

Toppenish. The 19 month contract started in February 2008 and will run 
through September of 2009. Tribal lands contribute to a large percentage of 

the stray animals running at large in the county. We hope to reduce the 

number of animals at large and also promote responsible pet ownership 
along with the importance of the spaying and neutering of companion ani-

mals to Tribal members. 
 

Regretfully, the city of Wapato has cancelled their Animal Control contract 
with us as of December 31st, 2007 due to budget cuts. While we no longer 

provide Animal Control Services for the city of Wapato we do accept stray 
animals from the public within the city limits of Wapato.  

Friends & Family Night at Sears

Dog Safety For Children  
 

As summer approaches and the children head out-
doors, itôs important to think about family and 
neighborhood safety. Take the time to speak with 
your children about dog safety. It is estimated that 
4.7 million Americans are bitten each year, 60% are 
children under the age of 13. Please share the follow-
ing tips with your family:  
 

¶ Remember to teach children not to be face to 

face with dogsðthis increases their chances of 
being bit.  

 

¶ Donôt encourage chase or tug-of-war type 

games. Consider teaching your dog to fetch or 
trade an object for a treat.  

 

¶ Teach your child not to pull or tug on a dog, in-

stead teach gentle affection. 
 

¶ Tell your child never to approach a dog they 

donôt know. 
 

¶ Teach your child that if a dog approaches them 

to be a tree and stand tall and still. Remind them 
not to run or scream.  

 

¶ Remind your child to tell an adult if they see a 

stray dog. 
 

¶ If you have an emergency call your local law 

enforcement office. They can dispatch animal 
control. Be sure to note possible breed, color and 
location of the dog.
