Pet Overpopulation In Yakima

The statistics are staggering. More than 70,000 puppies and kittens are born in this country every day while only 10,000 peop le
are born. It's simple math -t her e just arendt enough homes for all of the

Spay and Neuter Assistance Program (S.N.A.P.), was implemented in Yakima County in 2005 to help decrease unwanted litters
of pets and has grown significantly through the years. Seanf
altered! Every year in the U.S. over 20 million animals end up in a shelter, and the deaths of many of these abandoned animal s
could have been prevented by spaying and neutering. According to the American Humane Association, just one female cat can
produce 420,000 offspring within just 7 years. One unaltered female dog can produce 67,000 pups.

Every cat or dog who dies as a result of pet overpopulation d whether humanely in a shelter or by injury, disease, or neglect 8 is
an animal who, more often than not, would have made a wonderful companion, if given the chance.

Tremendous as the problem of pet overpopulation is, it can be solved if each of us takes just one small step, starting with n ot
allowing our animals to breed. The S.N.A.P. account is low and we need your help to continue this program in our area. The
animals in our care rely on us to be their voice. Please speak on their behalf and contribute to the S.N.A.P. program today.
