We are not governed by any na-
tional organization or part of any local governmentτquite the opposite actually, 
we are a local private non-profit 501(c)3 organization that is governed by a 
Board of Directors (local professionals dedicated to animal welfare). We operate 
on a meager annual budget of $550,000, employ 11 full-time staff members, 
and see over 6600 homeless pets enter our facility on a yearly basis. We operate 

with the bare essentials on funds received for contracts with local governments for animal control and/or 
housing services, fees for service, and the generous donations from the public. The cost of operating a 
shelter is rising every yearτthe funds from contracts and fees for services does not begin to cover the 
cost. Your financial support is essential to our continued operation. 
 

As we all know, the economy has plummeted this yearτand the shelter is seeing an impact from these 
trying times. Due to the poor economy and budget cuts within local governments, the shelter has seen a 
direct impact on our own budget after recently losing the animal control contract with the city of Sunny-
side. The current budget only covers basic operating expenses for the shelterτso please, as you ponder 
over where you might send your tax-deductible donation too, think of the homeless pets in our commu-

Help your pets stay healthy and happy by follow-
ing a few simple guidelines:
